The following are only Indigenous nations and their tribes on the 1782 map.

The letter [, which is no longer in use in western languages, is not a minuscule F. It was
considered a "long-S." The [ almost never begins words, and is instead located in the middle
of words. In French, when the (is followed by a vowel, the general rule is that in such cases,
the [ will make the same sound as a Z. There are exceptions, of course. In French, when an S
begins a word, and is followed by a vowel (e.g. Sam), it makes an S sound. Maps made by
Francophone cartographers are also unreliable in spellings, sometimes, with regard to the [.
So, for instance, we see Osages (the family of Indigenous people from the northern reaches of
the Great Planes) spelled Ofsage and Osage. When the [is followed by a minuscule s ([s), an
S sound (e.g. Sam) is made.

National and location names on the map are retained, as are whether they were nomadic, or
not; only the present state location of their nations reflect borders in 2016.

Some place names have two different names on the map. The following are examples:

Bayou Téche, and the Petite Riviére de la Madeleine, is probably what is now the Sabine
River.

The table to follow presents those nations and tribes who lived along and to the east of the
Mississippi River (then invariably called the Riviére St-Louis and increasingly Le Milsifsipi
by 1782), with the eastern boundary at the Riviére des Chattaux, formerly known as the

The latter river is today called the Apalachicola River, situated along the Alabama-Georgia
border, which becomes the Chattahoochee River north of present-day Lake Seminole.
